Exemption from entry fees: FIDE titleholders — GM, IM, WGM, WIM. Entry must be received by
the early entry cut off date of 19 August or full entry fees must be paid.

Players are eligible for one prize only. Unrated players are not eligible for rating-restricted prizes.
Forfeit times: Any player who arrives at the chessboard more than 30 minutes after the start of the
session shall lose the game unless the arbiter decides otherwise.

All NSW resident players must be full members of (or join) the NSWCA or the NSWIJCL.
